Local Participant Expectations

Participants in the WebJunction Rural Library Sustainability Program will be expected to:

1. Develop an Action Plan for implementing selected strategies and activities to sustain public access computing in their library.

2. Select a minimum of three activities from this Action Plan to implement in their local community in the five months following the workshop.

3. Share the workshop experiences, knowledge and resources with their co-workers and library administration.

4. Participate in WebJunction’s online community at least once a month for the first year following the workshop to share successes and challenges in sustaining their rural libraries.
5. Participate in conference calls that are designed to support participants after their workshop experience.  
6. Participate in evaluation process through timely completion of surveys and self-assessment tools.
7. Take responsibility for communicating with the appropriate individual (i.e. - Trainer, Web Junction, State Library, etc.) any concerns, compliments, struggles, and/or successes with the Rural Library Sustainability Program and its curriculum.  
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
