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Read books together.
· Relate the stories to your child’s experiences and/or feelings.

· Read with expression.

· Listen carefully to understand your child.

· Provide a model of good speech for your child.

· Enjoy your child’s communication with you.

· Change stories to fit the attention span of your child.

· Interpret a story whenever it is needed.

· Read road signs and store signs.

· Use a grocery list at the store.

· Use a recipe to help cook.

· Write down stories your child tells; then read them back to him/her.

· Allow your child to see you get information from notes, lists, menus, etc.

· Encourage your pre-schoolers to write.

· Encourage your child to tell you about what the writing says.

· Accept any form of writing your child says is writing.

· Ask questions for which you know the answer.
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
