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Attachment B – 1   Rewind activity: 


The objective of the “rewind game” is to help participants identify matched cause and effect, or to match health or safety problem to appropriate wellness or prevention habit using the  ‘CONCENTRATION’ game format. 


A pegboard is divided into 16 squares, four vertical columns, four rows.  Each square will have a peg or hook to hold cards.


Half of the squares will have a picture or clip art representation of a health issue or accident.  The second square will show a cause or prevention picture. These will be covered with numbers from 1 to 16. Pictures are available by clicking on Rewind pics 1-18 in Original Health Materials section, page 5 of the template.   


Underneath both sets of squares will be a written message or pictograph to be solved.
