WIRELESS INTERNET ACCESS POLICY





The Thomas County Library provides free wireless Internet access.  The Thomas County Library provides unfiltered/unsecured wireless Internet Connectivity for users with wireless enabled laptops / notebooks. This service is not to be used as a permanent connection. Limitations: Wi-Fi is less secure than a wired network. Signal strength may vary in the building and there is no printing capability. Please restrict your use to one hour. 





System Requirements: 


Your laptop / notebook must have a wireless network interface card standard as well as a charged battery. 





By choosing to use this free wireless service you agree to abide by the Libraries Internet Policy that prohibits abusive or illegal activity while using the library’s internet service.  This policy can be found at the Libraries front desk. 





Use of the wireless network is at your own risk and the Thomas County Library is not responsible for any damage that may occur to your computer while connected.  The library assumes no responsibility for the safety of equipment or for notebook/laptop computer or other wireless device configurations, security, or data files resulting from connection to the Library wireless access. Users must keep their equipment with them at all times. 





It is the responsibility of the user to understand this Acceptable Use Policy and his / her obligation to refrain from viewing inappropriate websites, spamming or any illegal activities.  





By using this wireless access network at the library, the customer acknowledges that he / she  is subject to, and agrees to abide by all laws, and all rules and regulations of the State of NE, and the federal government that is applicable to Internet use. 





·	The transmission or receiving of child pornography or harmful material.  Access to or display of obscene language and sexually explicit graphics as defined in the Nebraska State Statues is not permitted.





·	Fraud - Users are prohibited from misrepresenting themselves as another user; attempting to modify or gain access to files, passwords, or data belonging to others; seeking unauthorized access to any computer system, or damaging or altering software components of any network or database. 








·	Downloading copyrighted material. U. S. copyright law (Title 17, U. S. Code)  prohibits the unauthorized reproduction or distribution of copyrighted materials, except as permitted by the principles of “Fair use”. Users may not copy or distribute electronic materials without the explicit permission of the copyright holder. 





No guarantee can be made that you will be able to make a wireless connection.  If you are not sure if  your notebook/laptop computer or other device has wireless functionality please check with the manufacturer or supplier of your equipment.


Tips: If you cannot get a connection try the following: make sure your wireless card is inserted: refer to the manual for the wireless card; check that the network setting for your card is set to “Obtain an IP address automatically”, try to stop / start the card or even reboot your computer.  You may encounter some "dead" spots where wireless reception may be limited.  If you have trouble accessing the Internet or staying online try moving to a different location within the library. 


Library staff is not able to provide technical assistance. 





The Thomas County Library has one laptop computer that is wireless.  This laptop computer may be used anywhere within the library.  We ask each patron to not use the computer for over one hour at a time.  If no one is waiting for the computer, at the librarians discretion, the computer may be checked out longer by request.  The laptop computer will be shut down or rebooted immediately after each patron is finished using it so all changes or files left by patrons will be removed.  The laptop computer may not be taken outside the library building.
