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· Reading aloud to children is the most important factor in preventing early reading problems.  It also makes learning to read easy!

· Children learn new words from stories.

· Children who know lots of words find it easier to read.

· Children learn about “book talk.”  Books contain many words that we often don’t say when we speak to one another.  Children need to be exposed to “book talk.”

· Children learn how to learn from naming new items as they interact with adults during reading time.

· Children who read with a caring adult form a special attachment.
