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GLOSSARY OF EMERGING TECHNOLOGY
Aggregator:  a service that allows you to subscribe to and read blog, news, or any type of feeds in a web browser. Also known as a newsreader.
Blog: Short for “weblog,” a blog is an easily-updated web site, generally in reverse-chronological order by date. These web sites range from personal diaries to professional tools, and you can often subscribe to them using a newsreader (see below). Often they contain links to and comments on other online information.

Bloglines: a web-based news reader for subscribing to blogs and other news feeds. (http://www.bloglines.com)
Delicious: A "social bookmarking" site. Users can store URLs, personal comments, and descriptive tags to organize web pages. It is like a favorites folder that is located on the Internet, and can be access from any computer. (http://del.icio.us) 
Federated Searching: allows you to search all of your library databases, including your catalog, with one search. An example is WebFeat (http://www.webfeat.org)
Feeds: An RSS feed can be created for blogs, podcasts, websites, etc. Social-bookmarking services such as Delicious and Flickr let users subscribe via RSS to the links their friends save and annotate. (see RSS below)

flickr: A photo sharing web site particularly good for digital photos. It allows the user to add descriptive words, or "tags," to photographs, so that the photographer or others can find them more easily, sort of like cataloging! See www.flickr.com.

IM: Instant messaging differs from e-mail in that conversations are able to happen in real-time. Most services offer an indication of whether people on one's list of contacts are currently online and available to chat. This may be called a 'Buddy List'. In contrast to e-mails or phone, the parties know whether the peer is available. Examples include AIM (AOL Instant Messenger), Yahoo, and MSN.
iPod: the most popular digital audio player.
mash-ups: Combining multiple tools and web sites to create a new interface, product or tool. 
newsreader: A software package or web site that allows you to subscribe to RSS feeds, getting the newest updates for a number of weblogs, sites, and online publications automatically in one place. Also known as an “aggregator” or “feed reader.”

podcasting: putting audio content on the Internet, may be delivered via RSS feeds (see below), so that subscribers receive new content automatically. Can be downloaded to iPods, or other players, or listened to on a computer. There are free versions of software to allow you to record content using a computer with a microphone.
RSS: Stands for “real simple syndication” or “rich site summary.” You can subscribe to RSS-enabled weblogs, newspapers, journals, and other online content so that it automatically comes to you, rather than having to keep going back to the original site to see if new material has been posted. It's a way of packaging Web items such as blog entries in a stripped-down, XML-based format so that they can be imported into other web pages. Most blog-hosting services automatically create RSS versions of blog posts. That means bloggers can "syndicate" their content across the entire Web, while readers can subscribe to RSS feeds.
social bookmarking: Online services which allow you to store your bookmarks online, categorize them, and share them with other site visitors interested in similar topics.

social software: Software that lets people connect, collaborate and communicate over the Internet. The collaboration may occur in real time (called synchronous collaboration) or at different times (called asynchronous collaboration), while the locations may be across the world or across an office. The ultimate goal of social software is to build a community in which participants constantly give and receive valuable information. A key component of Web 2.0.  
tags: descriptive terms to categorize online content. Tagging content allows it to be shared with others interested in similar topics; multiple tags can be given to the same content. Also referred to as “folksonomies,” created by folks.
Web 2.0: involves the use of interactive, collaborative, and community oriented on-line experiences. It is all about collaboration and social software.
wiki: A collaborative web site where anyone can create new content or edit existing content.
wikipedia: An online encyclopedia that allows anyone to add or edit the entries. With 1.8 million articles written by 51,000 contributors in over 100 languages, it is the world’s most comprehensive (though not most reliable) reference work.
