	Objective/Purpose: What will be learned and why it is useful

1. Discover the finance-related institutions in the community

2. Discover how many different services affect finances

3. Talk and discuss finance issues with representative of the institutions 

4. Learn the basics of taxation

5. Help children think about finances

Accomplishing these goals will help participants learn which type of agencies or institution they need to go to for specific financial issues.  It will also give them a chance to converse in a comfortable, non-threatening environment and prepare them to have more formal conversations with the representatives in the future.

• Cut off a new 4 inch long piece of duct tape. 


• Place about one inch of the tape vertically on one folded side of the “wallet”. 


 
• Now fold the other inch of tape over, so that you have enclosed one side of the wallet. 


 
• Repeat on the other end.

• Now trim the ends of the edge piece flush against the wallet piece. 


 
• You’ll notice that your wallet does not open all of the way now that you put the end pieces on. 


 
• To get it open, cut open the top parts of the end pieces. 


 
 


SECTION 6 


• Fold the wallet in half again so that the wallet will stay closed.

How to Make a Piggy Bank


Hi, my name is Lea Elleseff, and you are watching About.com. Today we are going to construct a piggy bank out of recycled materials and various craft supplies.


Supplies Needed to Make a Piggy Bank


Here is what we will need:


    * an empty bleach bottle


    * used spools of thread


    * cardboard


    * pipe cleaner


    * googly eyes

Create the Coin Slot and Piggy Bank Ears


I am going to begin by cutting out a slot for coin droppage. To do this, I am going to use a box cutter and carefully cut out a rectangle on the top of my bottle.


Now for the ears, I am going to cut out two cardboard triangles, folding the top part to create flop. To attach them to the bottle, I am going to use tape.


Decorate the Piggy Bank Body


Now comes the most creative part - decorating the body. For this, I am using a combination of painting, gluing on square pieces of fabric in a pattern, and I am also jazzing up the ears with textured paper.


There are plenty of other ways to decorate, but if you are ever stuck for ideas, just do what I did and look around the house. Whoa, this is going to be one funky pig.


Attach the Feet and Tail of the Piggy Bank


Once everything has dried, I am going to place the bottle upright, glue on the four spools, let them dry in the same position, and then stand my piggy up.


Finally, I'm going to drill a hole into my piggy's backside, twirl a pipe cleaner around my fingers, and stick it in.


Truly there is no piggy bank in the world exactly like it. In fact, she's so darling that I think she deserves a deposit. That was all the change in my wallet.

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Six Ways to Become Money-Wise
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Most people are feeling the crunch of the economy.  Income that used to be just enough to get by suddenly doesn’t seem to stretch as far.  There are things you can do to become a little more money-wise, and help you live comfortably on less money.  Whether you believe it at first glance or not, chances are there are areas in your life that you can cut back on spending, which can make it easier, too.


Living on less, or thrifty living, doesn’t necessarily mean you have to do without everything, though. 


· Know where your money is currently going.  Before you can make any changes for the better, you need to know where you spend your money.  Go back over your spending for the last month or two and see how much of what you spend goes to necessities and how much goes to satisfy “wants”.  Are their things that didn’t satisfy either?  You will probably find areas in your regular spending that can be reduced just by looking at your current habits; and that money can be used someplace more important- like to pay for groceries or a bill. 


· Buy store brands.  Do you really need to have a box of cereal with the brand name on the box?  Many of the store brands are exactly the same as the brand name version, but can save you considerable amounts of money. 


· Use Cash.  Whenever you physically spend cash instead of swiping your debit or credit cards, you feel it more.  People who buy with cash will almost always spend less than people who are buying on their debit or credit cards. 


· Look at a different way to pay for your mortgage.  If you pay once a month, you should look into paying for your mortgage twice a month (every other week).  Simply break up your monthly payment into two payments and pay that way- it can often save you years off the end of your mortgage term (and thousands of dollars in interest).  


· Use the 24 hour rule.  If ever you are out and have the urge to buy something, make yourself wait a minimum of 24 hours before you make the purchase.  If after 24 hours you still really need/want the item, then you can consider buying it.  But by enacting the 24 hour rule, you will overcome most impulse purchases. 


· Pay yourself first.  Before you have a chance to spend or pay bills, transfer a portion of your income to one of the many high interest savings accounts on the market.
