Why do you want to stage a Living Library or use the methodology? 

	I’ve been fascinated with the idea ever since I read about this program occurring in a library in Scandinavia a few years ago.  We like to think of the public library as our community’s living room.  We think this program provides a great opportunity for community building and promoting understanding between members of the library’s diverse clientele.

What experience do you have with organizing events?

	I’ve been planning programs for adults in the Olympia Timberland Library for about 5 years now.



In which context do you want to present the Living Library?

	Two different branches in our library system are going to present this event in the library for 4 hours on a Saturday afternoon in May.


Who is the primary target group for your event?
	Like all library programs, this event will be open to everyone in the community.  Over my five years as an Adult Programs Coordinator I’ve developed a pretty wide network of contacts in the community who will help us spread the word far and wide.   The library system also has a professional Communications team who help with press releases and high quality event posters and bookmarks.
